AND WHEREAS on February 2, 2006, the Secretary heard submissions by counsel for
Staff of the Commission and counsel for the moving parties Boyle and Lawrence Melnick at
which counsel agreed to a schedule for the exchange of materials, subject to confirmation with

the Secretary on Tuesday, February 7, 2006;

AND WHEREAS the Commission is of the opinion that it is in the public interest to

make this order;

IT ISHEREBY ORDERED THAT:

The motion in respect of section 129.1 of the Act will be adjourned to Thursday, February 23
and Friday, February 24, 2006.
