Inc. and James Marketing Ltd. have consented to the continuation of the Temporary Order; 
 
       AND WHEREAS Lyndz Pharma Ltd did not appear; 
 
       AND UPON RECEIVING submissions from counsel for Staff of the Commission 
(“Staff”); 
 
       AND WHEREAS the Commission is of the opinion that it is in the public interest to 
make this order; 
 
       IT IS ORDERED THAT pursuant to s. 127(8) of the Act, the Temporary Order is 
continued to July 30, 2009; and 
 
       IT IS FURTHER ORDERED THAT this matter is adjourned to July 29, 2009 at 10:00 
am.
